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Abstract

The purpose of the performed work is the construction of a handbook that contains, in condensed form, all information extracted from extensive wind experimental campaigns performed at complex terrain sites over Greece. The data processing and presentation aims to the reliable description of site classification, wind speed distribution, wind deterministic and stochastic magnitudes, gust and level crossing statistics.
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
