Abstract

The experimental investigation of the boundary layer characteristics at a complex terrain site is performed by the extensive instrumentation and operation of a 100meter mast located at CRES test station at Lavrio. The experimental setup supports wind and meteorological magnitude measurements. The initial data analysis is focused on the description of the basic deterministic and stochastic parameters and their dependency with height. The results comprise a valuable tool for setting the design envelope for wind energy applications in complex terrain.
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
